	· Includes citations from disciplinary or other literature (10+ citations)
	

	
	Critical Reflection, Thinking, and Ethical Considerations–Project Focused (3-5 pages)
	

	
	· Reflects on what happened and what they would do different in three areas:
a. how who they are influenced their experience with their community partnership (critical reflection, focus on identity, positionality, power)
b. how ideas put into practice worked/didn’t work (critical thinking, ideas)
c. how their chosen collaboration techniques shaped their experience (process)
	

	
	· Discusses ethical issues they encountered and how they were addressed
	

	
	· Reflects on what else they would continue/or do differently in future to proactively identify and address ethical issues in their future community engagement experiences
